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Clean Spirit in a Quality Cask

Established way back in 1772, this Glasgow distillery ® nally closed in 1994. An excellent example of clean spirit in 
a quality cask, the nose here has lemon sherbet, pencil shavings, deep honey, grappa, banana to! ee and rose-scented 
Turkish delight. " e unreduced palate is not so sweet ± some to! ee, but it struggles against the woody, tannic impres-
sion of tea and liquorice. Water brings up the ¯ oral notes of roses and whin bushes, along with some recently ironed 
linen and pepper tickling the nose; fruitier with time. " e taste now discovers sweet, thin syrup with a lovely lingering 
intense heat.

Putting aside for one moment all the delectable peatiness (and all that goes with that), this is a deliciously sweet dram.  Chocolate, 
raisins, stollen (german cake) are all in the mix.  And now, let's return to the peat in¯ uence: Cold camp ® res, ash, wet concrete, 
soil, prosciutto and just good ol' fashioned SMOKE are here in abundance.  In fact, the peat and smoke are so gloriously at the 
fore that any coastal/maritime elements are hidden well in the background.
" u nderously peaty, your tastebuds have been Islay® ed.  Yet it remains sweet, and the ® nish also introduces some new sensations, 
such as roast tomatoes, dark roasted nuts and certainly a sigh of contentment.

Sni<  ng this pale-yellow-gold dram from a re® ll hoggie left 
three separate impressions; kilt socks brushing through lavender, scallops and langoustine shells on a salty breeze 
and ® nest, smoked Polish loin of pork. With a droplet of water and some time we also found white pepper and 
swimming pools. " e taste at natural strength is great ± sweet, smoky and warming with echoes of tar and creosote. 
Reduced, it's still pleasantly nippy with Liquorice Allsorts, though we recommend severe restraint in the water 
department. " e ® nish is wood ash and wondrous bliss.
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Cherry, Chocolate and Cigars

Trinidad Rum (heavy type) is made from molasses and distilled in a column still. It is normally aged in oak for a 
minimum of 6 years; in this case the embrace of an oloroso sherry cask has given it a red mahogany colour. " e neat 
nose has cherry and cigar notes, burnt sugar, dark sherry, creosote and embers. A drop of water makes it delightfully 
chocolaty (cherry chocolate liqueurs). " e unreduced taste has dark chocolate, cherry cough syrup, Pedro Jimenez & 
coal dust; while with water it has prune syrup, chocolate and co! ee grounds. High quality rum; try with co! ee.

" i s is from Campbeltown's main distillery. " e  initial nose is fruity, mainly bramble or blackcurrant cassis, but there 
is also some orange with clove and creamy rice pudding with cinnamon. Spice also haunts the perfumed smoke ele-
ment which can drift occasionally into tyres, brakes and exhausts. Water changes little, though a marine element of 
salty, oily aromas develops. " e unreduced taste is viscous and robust; sweet and spicy, hot and dry, charred wood, 
ginger snaps and blackcurrant tea. With water it is sweet and drawing with coal dust in the bitter-ish ® nish. An 
example of big butt impact.

Leathery.  Sherry is pleasantly evident, but it's not the oloroso experience of, say, a Macallan or Longmorn.  Rounded caramel; 
faintly molasses-like; chocolate orange peel; light syrup and beeswax.  It's hugely mouthwatering and tempting. We all agreed that 
water stripped back the sherry in ̄uence and revealed some surprisingly clean and  ̄oral cereal / malty notes.
Wonderfully creamy.  Cognac-like citrussy sweetness. A salivating mouthfeel, and not a hint of dryness.  Dates and stewed prunes.  
One panelist suggested it was quite liqueur-like.  Again, water strips back the in¯ uence of the sherry, revealing the grain and 
producing sweeter fruits, e.g. raisins and guava.  We suggest you add water to taste, because it results in two very di! erent (yet 
equally enjoyable) drams.
Quite sweet, and deliciously long.  " e juiciness and texture of the malt ensures that there's plenty of residue left on the tastebuds 
for you to contemplate long after swallowing.
" i s must have been an amazing sherry cask.  Tasted neat, its rich sweetness made us question if it was actually malt whisky.  
(We contemplated Trinidad rum or even a cognac).  Not that we were put o!  by this - all three panelists scored it very highly.  
Water changes the dram drastically - some might say for the better, although that's highly subjective - into a more familiar malt 
experience. " is dram demonstrates why Campbeltown malts are so special.

Our local tasting panel receives numerous samples from Scotland each quarter and we carefully assess and 
score them to determine which whiskies merit inclusion on our Bottling List.  " e panel assesses each 
sample ªblindº so that personal bias or distillery reputations don't cloud our judgment.  " e individual 
scores of each panelist are tallied and ± generally speaking ± only the highest scoring whiskies make it on 
to our shipment.  However, occasionally we'll bring in other whiskies if they o! er something di! erent or 
unusual, or if they have other redeeming features such as rarity or to represent an under-featured region.

Each individual panelist's favourite whisky is awarded the badge ªDirector’s Choice º and the whisky with 
the highest aggregate score for the new shipment is awarded ªTop Scoring Dram º.  Should there be another 
whisky that scored extremely highly and just missed out on one of the above badges by a tenth of a mark or so, 
this will be acknowledged as ªHighly Recommended º.
